The three remaining walkers in a Boulder, Colo., marathon
said on their fourth day of strolling that they plan to
continue marching tovard a world record.

Friday and said they plan to continue walking Tussday
until they bresk the world record for marathon walking, &
feat that would be accomplished at about 11 p.m., The
Boulder Daily Camera reported Tuesday.
